· The titles of your poems should intrigue the reader and offer insight into the poems.

· The form of the poems (way it appears on the page, its shape, enjambment, length of line) should enhance their meanings.

· The poems should contain poetic devices that enhance the poems’ meanings (alliteration, rhythm, assonance, repetition, metaphor, simile, etc.)

· The poems should be proofread and error free.

· 1 poem must be more than 40 lines

· 2 poems must be more than 30 lines

· 1 poem must be more than 20 lines

· 1 poem of any length
